One way to do this is with a risk assessment: find out the 
likelihood of the occurrence of harmful activities, and their 
consequences. 



When solving pollution and waste problems, the following 
principles can help: 



If an incident occurs, we need to have processes in place to 
respond and repair any damage. 



These plans should form part of our emergency procedures, 
and be reviewed and practised regularly. 



The best way to manage environmental risks is to have a 
systematic approach, as when managing health and safety 
risks:
